Rules for submission and presentation of abstracts

A participant may present more than one abstract.

Abstract content: Each abstract should contain a sentence stating the objective of the study, a brief description of the methods used, a summary of the results obtained and a short conclusion.

Abbreviations: Use standard abbreviations for units of measure. Other abbreviations should be spelled out in full at first mention, followed by abbreviations in parenthesis.

It is not possible to accommodate live exhibits, computers or videos in the poster area.

Greek letters and other special symbols, subscript and superscripts are not supported by the abstract submission form but can be copied from a regular Word file and pasted into the abstract field of the form. Alternatively, you may also spell out Greek letters (alpha, beta…) which will be copy-edited.
